As per our most recent Ofsted report which stated ‘leaders and those responsible for governance should
ensure that all pupils have good, regular attendance’, we will be publishing attendance and punctuality
figures each week in the newsletter now for each class as well as for the whole school.

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Bad Weather Procedure

children, parents and staff travelling to and from the school, the ability to operate the school safely during
the day and the conditions in Alfriston itself.

If the school is open, but your particular circumstances
make it unsafe to travel to school, please let us know. In this case absence is authorised. Please make
sure the school has up to date contact details including mobile phone numbers and if possible an
alternative local contact.
