Year 5 

 I know angles are measured in degrees: I can estimate and 
compare acute, obtuse and reflex angles;

 I can identify angles at a point on a straight line and ½ a turn 
(total 180o) and other multiples of 90o ; 

 I can distinguish between regular and irregular polygons 
based on reasoning about equal sides and angles.

 I can draw 2-D shapes using given dimensions and angles; 

 I can compare and classify geometric shapes based on their 
properties and sizes and find unknown angles in any triangles, 
quadrilaterals, and regular polygons; 

 I recognise angles where they meet at a point, are on a 

straight line, or are vertically opposite, and use mathematical
